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The following provisions of Mineral Conservation and Development Rules, 2017 were found violated during
inspection of the above mine on 04.12.2020 by undersigned accompanied by Shri S.K.Paul, Qualified Person & Shri T.
Prasanna Kumar, Mine Agent

Rule Nature of Violation observed

Mining operations should have been undertaken in accordance with the approved Mining Plan.
The Modified Mining Plan was approved vide letter no. &hieht/elig/@a-1149RTIYR dated 23.05.2018 and

following deviation was observed during inspection

1. It was proposed that subgrade generation in 2019-20 is 237555 tons but actually 330326 tons subgrade

11(1) generation reported which is more than 39% of proposal and the quantity of subgrade reported is not
found dump in lease area.

2. It was observed that there is working deviation w.r.t the proposal given. Bench width is less than bench
height. Bench height is more than 8-10 meters in many places whereas proposal is given for 6 meter
bench height.

The existing protective measures taken around waste dump are insufficient and it has been found that the
waste material was escaping and washing away from the dumps and was contaminating the nearby area and
extending outside lease boundary and no retaining wall constructed. A proper protective measure should be
taken to prevent the escape of the material from the existing waste dumps.
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
