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Para 3.13, The Co-ordinate of boundary pillars are mentioned but same have not been
authenticated by state government.

Para 4.1, page 6: Modified MP under Rule 22(6) of MCR 1960 should be shifted to para 4.2.
Para 5.18- Mining operation in the mine was suspended on 14/1/2014 and no correct status
is given in the para .

Para 6.5.8, page 18: Reserves should be shown as on 1.4.2019.

Para 6.5.7 and 6.5.9: may be deleted along with guidelines. Note on page 22 needs to be
removed.

Para 7.3, page 24: Bottom RL proposed during plan period is mentioned as 26lmRL whereas
on page 23 it is mentioned as 266mRL (during 2022-23).

In List of documents , instead of word proprietor, lessee should be used (Annexure 3)

Only consent and one certificate as per manual of preparation of mining plan by lessee and
one by Qualified person needs to be given. Other all to be removed.

Plates: copy of original Lease map of 0.955 ha area enclosed with lease deed needs to be
given.

Plate no-1- khasara lease plan enclosed with documents is marked with DGPS co-ordinates
and signed by mining officer DGM , Chhattisgarh on original copy of lease map is not
appropriate. It amounts to be a fabrication of documents. A separate khasara map with
lease area demarcation and authenticated by state DGM authorities needs to be given.

The size and shape of earlier lease map submitted with scheme of mining and present lease
map is differing. All other plates generated from this different base lease map are not
accepted.

Geological Sections: profiles of some of the sections do not tally with the plan. May be
checked and corrected. Similar check for Plate VI-b.

Conceptual Plan: no need to show development & production during 2019-20 to 2022-23 as
the conceptual plan period refers to the period after the present plan period (i.e.2018-19 to
2022-23).

FA area Plan: the table for calculation of FA may be depicted in the plan for ready reference.
In the plan, each item considered for calculation may be shown along with their area

itemw ise.
