Most of leases are held by other entity, may be removed.

4. Page 2-1V: DPGS co-ordinates of lease boundary are given but it is not clarified
whether the same has been authenticated by competent state government
authority or not. Accordingly, mention that DGPS co-ordinates are yet to be
authenticated in text part and plate part.

5. Geology- Bauxite reserve and resources may be re-estimated considering 25m-
50m influence from borehole/ working faces for G1 category and 50-100m
distance for G2 category. Accordingly text and plates needs to be modified and
mineral resources also and almost complete area reserve to be calculated.

6. The reserve for such type of deposit needs to be calculated by surface area
method and considering average thickness of bauxite.

7. Table 1.6: Reserves should be shown as on 1.4.2018 ( page 1-xxi) after re-
estimation.

8. Mining- Production and development planning needs to be recasted in view of
revised mineral reserve.

9. PMCP and Financial assurance table may also be revised based on above
comments.

10. Production and Development - Pit profile at end of each year needs to be
projected removing existing features.

11. Conceptual Mine Planning, page 2-xiii: Exploration proposed during the current
review period has been shown in conceptual period as well. The conceptual plan
period refers to the time after the presentreview period.

12.Plate no-3 Khasara plan- It does not show any khasra details.
