Para 3.10, page 14: The DGPS co-ordinate reading of all boundary pillars need to be given.
The sentence should be changed to ‘Coordinates are yet to be authenticated by the state
govt.
Para 5.0: all items needs to be reviewed up to 31/3/2018 under review chapter. Last mining
plan proposals were approved for 2016-17 & 2017-18 only. Therefore, proposals for the year
2013-14 to 2015-16 should be nil only.

Para 5.22: status of Compliance of MCDR violation pointed out has not been correctly given.

Geology and Exploration: mineral analysis of all borehole logs are not given but Mineral
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reserve is calculated considering 10 boreholes up to 30m depths without any mineral
analysis. Mineral reserve estimation should be restricted based on the boreholes where
mineral analysis is carried out. Boreholes, for which mineral analysis is not given, should not
be considered for reserve estimation. Complete mineral reserve and resource may be re-
estimated as on 1/4/2018 and surface geological plan and section may also be modified
accordingly.

Para 7.2.1(b), page 30: Table of Year wise production proposal: The figures in column 4, 6
and 7 are confusing. The percentage recovery should be checked to remove error.
Correction to be made in para 10.1, page 36, 38 also.

Para 7.5, page 32: Erroneous figure of total ROM excavation is given. What is meant ‘by 210
Excavator’?

Para 7.10, page 32: confusing terms are given such as pit dimensions as meters ‘per year,
UPL could be depicted around the individual pit keepingin view the Ultimate Pit Depth.

Para 7.12, page 33: Exploration during the next five years is given in the conceptual mine
plan period. Necessary correction to be done.

Para 10.1, page 36: waste quantity should tally with the table on page 30. Waste quantity
and requirement of dumping ground should be re-assessed.

Para 13.2, page 40: As per Rule 55 of MCDR 2017, employment of a part-time mining
engineer and a part-time geologist is required for Category B mines. Therefore, both need to
be proposed. Only statutory employment may be mentioned.

Para 14.3.6, page 45 : 200 trees plantation in 300m” area is not justified leaving just 1.5 m’
area per plantation. Ref ECin this regard.

Para 14.3.9, page 49: Bank Guarantee/s for having validity at least up to 31.3.2023 needs to
be submitted along with the final copies.

Two Lists of Board of Directors have been endosed comprising different names. The current
list of Board of Directors needs to be attached with date and signature of the authorised
signatory.

Year wise Development Plan & Sections: colour for year wise development in sections does
not match with the index (e.g. section AA’). Section DD’ does not show existing dump in
profile.
